This is happening due to the fact that Ubuntu by default
mounts cdrom as nhon—executable, even if you mount it as a
root. The solution is to change the /etc/fstab. First

unmount the cdrom (DVD in my case). Then edit the line for
cdrom from something like:

/dev/scdO /media/cdromO udf,is09660 user,noauto 0 0
to

/dev/scdO /media/cdromO udf,is09660 user,noauto,exec 0 0

i.e., add the option 'exec'. Then mount the cdrom and
proceed with the installation as written in the matlab
installation guide.
